WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO JOIN? 
 
At this time, only those agencies 
considered Domestic Violence 
(DV) agencies will be given 
access to the DVIRC. 
 
A Domestic Violence (DV) 
agency is any organization 
covered by the California Codes 
Evidence Code that provides 
confidentiality privilege between 

DV agencies and their clients. 
Examples of DV agency staff with 
access  are  the  Executive 
Director and other management 
staff, who are interested in best 
practices across agencies, 
resources for policies and 
procedures, and a tighter DV 
community; Crisis Line/Front Line 
Workers, who perform holistic 
needs assessments either on the 
phone  or  in  person  (and  are 
often time constrained because 
frequently the client can’t talk 
long); and other DV Advocates 
who provide referrals or advice 
to survivors. We also take into 
account other considerations for 
who is eligible to join based on 
services provided to survivors of 
domestic violence.
